Fridays, May through October from 10:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M.
LOCATION:  The parking lot at Main and Chocktoot, Chiloquin
VENDOR GUIDELINES
1. In the spirit of the market’s goal to promote locally grown products and produce, we would prefer all products be from local growers and craftspeople.  Items may include locally grown produce, nursery stock, cut flowers, honey and bee products, eggs, meat, dairy products, other agricultural products, processed foods prepared by vendors and crafts by local crafters.

2. Vendor registration card (copy of your stamped application) must be posted at all times in vendor booth.

3. Vendor site is based on first come, first serve basis.

4. The market is NOT a flea market, and no re-sale items will be allowed.

5. No city license is needed if operated on the grounds of the market during market hours.

6. The market cannot assume responsibility for product liability; each vendor is therefore encouraged to purchase product liability insurance, food handlers license, and display a sign stating “not made in a licensed kitchen”.
7. Vendors may begin set up at 9:30 A.M. and must be out of the parking lot by 5:30 P.M. All vendors must complete set up and be present at their booth as soon as possible. Vendors must leave their booth set up until closing time or when sold out.  For safety reasons, no vehicular traffic is allowed on the site during market hours.  All vendors are requested to conform to any rules which apply generally to the city parking lot, for example, no overnight parking.

8. No sales are allowed until start times with the following exception:  Ready-to-eat foods and sales between market vendors are allowed before the market opens.

9. Each vendor is responsible for maintaining cleanliness at his or her own stall during and after the market.  Vendors must provide own trash receptacle at their stall if they have products that generate waste such as ready-to-eat items or free samples.

10. Street parking within one block of the market is reserved for customers only.  It may be used for loading and unloading, with all market vehicles moved by 5:00 P.M.

11. We are a lot of people and vehicles in a small space – please use extreme care when pulling in or out.

12. The market reserves the right to deny space to a vendor for any reason.

13. No knives, firearms may be sold at the market.

14. No alcohol or drugs may be sold or consumed at the market.

15. No electronic music allowed.

16. Young people under the age of 12 must be supervised by an adult.
TERMS & CONDITIONS
A. The City of Chiloquin is not responsible for any accident(s), injury, or claims resulting from the use of the property/facilities.

B. The City of Chiloquin is not responsible for lost or stolen items.

C. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ALLOWED ON THE PREMISES.

D. Preparation of property/facilities prior to the event is users’ responsibility.

E. Cleanup of the property/facilities is the responsibility of the user.

F. The user will be responsible for any damage to the property/facilities.  If not repairable, item must be replaced with comparable item at users’ expense.  If repair or replacement is necessary, The City council must review the repair/replacement prior to it being officially accepted by the appropriate department within the City.

G. NO HEAVY EQUIPMENT IS ALLOWED ON THE CITY PROPERTY WITHOUT PRIOR AUTHORIZATION.

H. City requires proof of insurance upon request.
